TAEGU -- Information pertaining the upcoming Transformation of Installation Management (TIM), will be available though a new section of the 19th Theater Support Command's World Wide Website. The new section will premiere this weekend. (15-16 June 02). 


The new section will offer interested browsers a selection of news releases, questions and answers, newsletter updates, and links to other sites holding information related to the upcoming transformation. 


Under the TIM reorganization, implemented by the Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management, all Army installations in the Republic of Korea will come under a single regional management office beginning October 1, 2002. The regional office headquarters will be located in Yongsan Garrison. The new command will be comprised of approximately 229 personnel and four Area Support Activities in Uijongbu, Yongsan, Pyongtaek, and Taegu. Those support activities are commonly referred to today as Areas I, II, III and IV.

This new management structure will improve the ability of the war fighters to concentrate on their war fighting missions, while a separate office concentrates on quality of life and installation management. However, with those anticipated improvements, dozens of rumors and hundreds of questions have emerged from those affected by the change. This site will help keep information straight, while providing answers, solutions, and observations.
